We will continue to have a daily maths session after lunch. Our topics for this half-term will be: 





Growing 6,7,8 - Making Pairs, Combining 2 groups, Adding More, Comparing height and length


Time – now, before, later, soon, after, then, next, yesterday, today, tomorrow, days of the week.


Building 9 and 10 - Counting, representing and subitizing 9 and 10. Use of 10 frames to explore composition. Comparing numbers to 10. Bonds to 10. 3D Shape. Pattern.


To 20 and Beyond - Consolidation of key skills: Subitising, 


Counting, Composition, Sorting and Matching, Comparing and Ordering. Building numbers beyond 10. Counting patterns beyond 10. Spatial Reasoning: Match, rotate, manipulate


 


You can help your child at home by identifying and talking about numbers and shapes in the environment and by practising the formation of numbers.








The children will continue to bring home a phonics based book to read. Please ensure your child keeps their reading record in their book bag. Children will be encouraged to use their phoneme fingers to sound out and blend words using their phonic knowledge. Please continue to share a book with your child every day if possible. In writing children will be again encouraged to use their phoneme fingers to sound out and write simple words and sentences using phonic knowledge and the tricky words learnt so far. They will also be taught to use finger spaces and full stops consistently. 


We will continue to practise daily name writing and correct letter formation and again it would help to practise this at home. Your child’s names should start with a capital letter, but the rest of the letters should be lower case.
