PSHCE - Relationships

This half term we will continue to look at addition 

and subtraction. We will use concrete resources to 

model the processes underpinning the maths. We 

will begin looking at formal methods of addition and 

subtraction and introduce the children to column 

method.  

Towards the end of the half term we will begin work 

on multiplication and division.  

KIRFS – We are still recapping year two KIRFS 

before moving on to stage three. KIRFS will be 

assessed in school once a week on a Friday and need 

to be practised at home.  

Times Tables – There will be a large emphasis 

placed on times tables this year as there is a new 

times tables test towards the end of year four. By 

year three, children need to be confident with their 

1, 2, 5 and 10 times tables and this year we will 

focus on the teaching of the 3, 4, 6 and 8 times 

tables. We encourage using TT Rockstars at home to 

practise and there are weekly competitions that run 

between both year three classes.
